Ladies and Gentlemen:
The following is the responsibilities of our trusted servants:
Chairperson: The chairperson will open and select members and guests to read the ANARAA literature at the opening of the meeting. 

Leader/Presenter: The leader is responsible for the well being of the group as a whole. The leader can appoint other members to help with getting speakers/presenters and with the direction that the group should take - always moving towards God. As groups develop and evolve this position will as well.

The presenter will present on the steps and his or her experience in working them for 30 minutes.
Secretary: The secretary is responsible for updating the group on new and existing meetings, what is happing within the group, keeping track of each month’s celebration and the literature. The secretary should also hold and run the groups business at the conclusion of the groups regular ANARAA meeting. At this meeting all internal business will be discussed, concerns will be expressed to the group representative and the group representative will inform the group of what transpired at the last Central Office meeting.
Treasurer: The treasurer is responsible for the groups funds, keeping the group informed financially and what the needs of the group are. If a group is short financially the treasurer must let the group know what the group can do to help meet those needs. (i.e. “Give a few extra dollars as we need to pay the rent”) The treasurer will also reimburse any member for authorized expenses i.e. coffee, Big Books etc…  The treasurer must also make sure that 25% is sent to ANARAA’s Central Office at the end of each month to meet the needs of ANARAA as a whole. The 25% is taken out after the groups monthly needs are met not before; each group should sustain themselves first.
Group representative: The group representative will meet with the Trustees and the Central Office expressing any concerns that any member or group may have, bringing back to the group or member an answer or solution to that concern. The representative will also inform each group of what was discussed at the Central Office meeting and what is happening in ANARAA. It is also recommended that each group have an alternate for this position. As ANARAA grows in different areas ANARAA the central office will grow with them and set up the best ways to meet the needs of the expanding fellowship.
Remember always that we are but trusted servants and here to do God’s will. Let God guide each of us as we serve those that walk through the doors of ANARAA, and may He guide ANARAA as a whole to always do His will.
